I.

II.
GOD WAS PRESENT IN BIBLE TIMES (INVOLVED IN HISTORY).

1. God created and called man to carry out His divine plan.
2. God sent His Son to die for our sins and call out a people (the Church) according to His divine plan.
Throughout Bible times, we see the hand of God at work in the lives of His people as they sought to do His will. God consistently worked through, with, and for His people. 
III.
GOD IS PRESENT IN OUR TIME (INVOLVED PERSONALLY).

1. God has been present with believers of every age as they carry out His plan.

2. God is present with His called out people today as they carry out His divine plan.
Our text reminds us that we cannot hide, or escape, from God. If we could ascend to the heights of heaven or the depths of the sea, we could not get away from God’s presence. If we go as far east as the dawning sun or to the west to the far side of the sea, we could not get away from His presence. Wherever we go, God is there! He is involved personally in your life and mine.
IV.
GOD WILL CONTINUE TO BE PRESENT IN THE FUTURE (NO ENDING).
1. God promises never to leave or forsake His people in this world.
2. God promises to send Jesus to take His people (us) to be with Him forever.

God has consistently shown His love for His called out people. He has and always will be with His people. He promises to be with us—always. Take comfort in His promise! We SHALL live with Him FOREVER.
CONCLUSION
God is forever present with His people! That is God’s promise to you and to me. He never breaks His word—NEVER! He will not leave us to face the difficulties of life alone. He will not forsake us in our hour of need. If we feel that He is not with us, He has not left us; rather, we have “left” Him. We lose the sense of God’s presence, and we feel alone.
